 This wine has big jammy fruit, ample spice, and a caramely oak   

finish.  Intense, is the first adjective that comes to mind after tasting this 

wine. The Pinot Noir develops rather quickly in the glass to hold your    

attention throughout the experience and leaves you satisfied. Even though 

this red is lighter in style, it has the ability to age well for a future occasion 

or celebration.    
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
